Background and Mission

The mission of the Council isto represent the
interests of local resdents and to safeguard
the quality of life of the Severna.

The GSPC wasfirst incorporated in 1960. The Council

was established to:

4+ Unite the communities of the Severna Park areaiin
joint efforts for their mutual benefit and for the
advancement of the best interests of the area;

4+ Take positive action through united and individual

community action to promote organized civic

planning, both long and short range.

Initiate or support action to abate nuisances;

Assist local public authoritiesin all efforts towards

good government; and

4+ Encourage and aid the organization of local
community associationsin localities of the area
where they do not now exist.
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M ember ship

At itsinception the Council was composed as an
umbrella organization of 16 communities within its
territorial expanse; today the number hovers around 60.

Community associations are its key members,
currently paying annual dues of $35.

Individuals and other associations can become non-
voting “ associate’” members for a $10 dues payment.

Structure

The elected Officers of the Council include a President,
aVice President, a Vice President of Public Affairs, a
Secretary, and a Treasurer. In addition, there are four
elected directors, one of whom is an ex-officio director
who is a past president, officer or director.

They are elected by Council delegates, and serve as the
board of directors of the organization.

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The Council’ s bylaws call for the following
committees, whose chairs are appointed by
the President:

Zoning — maintains a continuing liaison
with the county Department of Planning and
Zoning, and the Department of |nspections
and Permits, and by other means becomes
knowledgeable of all rezoning proposals and
potential zoning violationsin order to advise
the Council and recommend necessary
actions.

L egislative — Monitors proposed
legidation in both the Anne Arundel County
Council and the Maryland General Assembly
of interest to the area, and advises the
Council, making recommendations about
positions or actions as necessary.

Public Works— Maintains ties with the
County Department of Public Works and
with the State Department of Transportation,
monitoring plans and capital projectsinthe
areas of roads, traffic engineering,
wastewater and storm water management,
and major highway construction in order to
advise the Council, and recommend actions
as necessary.

Communications— Maintains a system
for rapid notification of all member
associations of situations which develop
between meetings and require emergency
action by the Council.

M eetings

The Council meets the second Tuesday of
the month throughout the year. Meetings
start at 7:30 p.m. and are typically held in the
large meeting room of the Severna Park
library. The meetings are open to the public.
